wrote how the "brothers" are to deal with one another. Read this paragraph
(5:12-15), and list those specific actions, or attitudes, you should demonstrate
within the "family" of Christ.

8. Paul concluded his letter in 5:16-22 with a series of eight, short statements
which strike at the very heart of the Christian life. Each is expressed as a
command with the expectation of obedience. Summarize these verses (16-22)
in a single sentence.
